 Report to the Traffic Safety Advisory Board 
Reference: Meeting 4/1/14 with Youth Advisory Board 

One element of my proposal to the City Council resulting from their referral of the resolution authorizing the installation of a traffic signal at the intersection of the Turnpike and the Oak Ridge High School was to develop alternatives based on High School student input. On Tuesday, April 1, 2014 I met with the Youth Advisory Board (YAB) to obtain their input on this issue. 

I presented to the YAB (6) six options and obtained their input on the option(s) they preferred. Below is a summary of the options and my analysis based on the YAB input: 

Their preference was Option 5, Install Traffic Signal: This is a full up traffic signal similar to other city intersections - light would remain green on Turnpike at all times UNLESS triggered by 1) the pedestrian button or 2) a car leaving the school parking lot. 

I believe that this result was partially influenced by the number of student drivers on the YAB and their desire for a solution to traffic congestion around the school. The YAB made the observation that the crossing guard was gone after the Christmas Break and that they had appreciated that person directing traffic at that intersection. 

The YAB also made (3) recommendations: 

1. Tulane and Turnpike: The left turn lane from Tulane onto the Turnpike needs to be longer. It only is big enough for two cars. If it cannot be longer than they would like both lanes to be able to turn left. The congestion at this intersection 

is why many students try and exit left across traffic from the High School exit. They also want to lengthen the green arrow time during after school hours turning left from Tulane. 

2. Construction: Any construction should take place over the summer when traffic at that intersection is at a minimum. 

3. Crossing Guard: A police officer should direct traffic at that intersection until a Crossing Guard is available.
